shop with dignity.  The income from the Toy Store sales is used for purchasing more toys and gift items for the store.

 Volunteer! In a number of ways:  

  1) we need help with shopping in advance  

  2) re-pricing all items (80% discount) 

  3) store operations: help with registering each shopper; visiting with them while they wait their turn to shop; 

helping on the sales floor; helping at the register; helping with gift wrapping; handing out any free items that are 

given to us. (such as good used books, good clean stuffed animals, etc) 

Groups can provide beverages, goodies, or  Christmas “favors” that they can hand out to each shopper, while they visit.  

Sometimes children are in our playground (they are not allowed inside the store), so volunteers might entertain these children.
